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	Alert Drivers of Your Work Zone
Signs and barricades can greatly affect how motorists travel through work zones. OSHA-enforced regulations help to make you safer and reduce the risk of confusion for drivers.
· Advance warning signs must be sized 4X4 feet in high-speed zones, and 3X3 feet in moderately low-speed zones.

· Distance between the first warning sign and the work zone must increase as the speed limit increases.
· Number of feet between a cone/barricade in a transition area cannot be greater than the speed limit. For example: If the speed limit is 30 mph, the traffic controls cannot be more than 30 feet apart.
· Number of feet between a control device in a work area cannot be more than twice the speed limit. For example: If the speed limit is 25 mph, the traffic controls cannot be more than 50 feet apart.
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
