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	Stay Visible in the Work Zone
Motorists driving through a work zone are confused enough without the possibility of not being able to see you while you work. Wearing retro-reflective garments at night and highly visible clothes during the day reduce the risk of being hit by a vehicle.

· Wear a vest, shirt or jacket that is bright orange, yellow or yellow-green during the daytime.
· Wear an orange, yellow, white, silver or yellow-green retro-reflective vest during nighttime work that is visible from at least 1,000 feet.

Don’t put yourself in more danger than you already are working near fast moving traffic. Do your part to make sure they see you—put on some reflective gear!
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
