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Project Description:  

The Promenade Shops at Clifton, “Clifton Commons”,was a major, high-end new retail plaza completed in 2009, of over 46,000 square feet of exterior concrete installation, utilizing over 570 cubic yards of concrete.
The project combined an integrated design of plain concrete intertwined with fancy swirling patterns  integral colors, dry shake color hardeners, stamped with slate texture/Liquid release, the use of designer glass aggregates, seeded in integral colored concrete ,colored stone aggregate of various sizes delicately seeded in the integral colored concrete, and integral colors applied with light sandblasted finishes. The exterior crosswalks were originally designed with pavers and were replaced with stamped concrete ashlar stone pattern applied with integral color. Another issue of concern was to protect all the colored concrete areas from the winter elements, spalling, and de-icing salts and chemicals. The decorative concrete contractor recommended and applied an anti-spalling agent applied with sealer to deeply penetrate all the concrete surfaces and protect against the elements mentioned above. 

The general contractor was faced with a unique dilemma:  calling upon the expertise of a high quality concrete contractor who could combine all these architectural components of design within the constraints of delivering this project complete for  grand opening and within a highly competitive budget.

The decorative concrete contractor, Architectural Concrete Design, was selected to install and deliver this unique high-end project on time and within the strictest design guidelines as per the specifications required. They faced many challenges throughout the project with delays that occurred outside of their scope control and yet were able to draw upon past expertise in many sophisticated projects like this one to use the skills, talents, and field expertise to build such a unique and challenging design.
